Alcohol Policy


Article XVII. Alcohol Policy

01. No funds allocated to the Student Bar Association shall be used to purchase alcohol for SBA social events.

02. All social events shall be no longer than four hours.

03. All events are to be held at public venues.  No events shall be held at personal residences.

04. At any social event hosted by SBA or a Student Organization off campus there shall be a non-law student trained bartender who is at least 21 years of age to serve the alcohol, and that person shall have the power not to serve a visibly intoxicated individual.

05. Any alcohol related problem at a social event hosted by SBA or a student organization off campus shall be reported to the SBA President within 3 days of the event.

06. No money given to SBA Student Organizations can be used for the purchase of alcohol.

07. At any social event hosted by SBA or a student organization off-campus, taxis are to be provided unless otherwise approved by SBA Executive Counsel.  Taxis are to be made available from 1 hour before and 2 hours past event ending. 

08. SBA Board of Governors will continue to encourage voluntary Designated Drivers at each social event.
09. Failure to comply with alcohol policy shall result in sanctions by SBA Board of Governors, including, but not limited to, revocation of organization charters and financial penalties.
